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Reminder about Recent Registration Policy 
Changes: 

NEW in 2008: 
 

!  All 2008 [and subsequent years] foals, except for those registered in 
the Fajta Book, must be DNA tested.  Submission forms can be 
obtained from the HHAA website www.hungarianhorses.org. 

!  As of 2007 all HHAA stallion owners must submit an End of Year 
stallion report to the Registrar.  This form can be found on the HHAA 
website or requested from the Registrar.  Foals will not be registered 
until the respective stallion report is submitted by the stallion owner. 

!  The End of Year stallion report form does not replace the HHAA 
Breeders Certificate.  A BreederÕs Certificate must be signed by the 
stallion owner with all the breeding dates and accompany the 
registration application. 

 
NEW in 2010: 
 
   1.    The HHAA will cover the cost of DNA testing up to a total cost of 
$2,500.00 for the following: 

"  The HHAA will cover the cost of DNA testing on parents (sire 
& dam), who are registered with the HHAA in the Felver, 
Sportlo or Fajta books. 

"  The HHAA will cover the cost of DNA testing of foals that are 
registered in the Felver, Sportlo and Fajta books born in 2010, 
2011 and 2012.   Foals must be registered by the 1.31.2013 
deadline to be eligible. 

"  The HHAA will cover the cost of DNA testing for historical 
horses registered in the Felver, Sportlo or Fajta books with at 
least two (2) foals registered with the HHAA in the Felver, 
Sportlo or Fajta books.  Contact Chris Bredeson for historical 
horse testing details. 
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2.   Incomplete registration applications received by the January 31 
deadline will be given until July 31 to provide remaining documentation.  
After July 31 the registration fee will be increased by 50%. 

 

Hungarian HorsesÕ Heart and History

The air whistled with arrows, the ground shook under the 
horsesÕ hooves. Arrows fell on the riders and shrieked past their 

ears. A man fell 
from his horse, 
never to rise. ÒFall 
back!Ó one of the 
raiders cried, 
spurring his horse 
away from the city. 
The small group of 
marauders followed 
him away from the 
resistance, but they 
werenÕt out of 
danger. The 

raidersÕ horses were fast and agile, but their pursuers were close 
behind. A few of the men turned in the saddle to shoot at 
pursuing targets, using only their seat and legs to control the 
racing horses. The raiders came over the rise of a hill and relief 
flooded into them.   

Waiting behind the hill, hidden from the cityÕs protectors, was the 
main group of raiders. They were nomads who had crossed the

Carpathian Mountains in 896 AD.  The looters rejoined their 
ranks and fired a volley of arrows at the pursuers as they crested 
the hill. They pulled the defenders away from the security of the 
city, leaving the city open for attack from the larger force. With 
the city exposed, the thieves charged in. Men shot arrows in every 
direction, the reins loose.  In the chaos they plundered and 
escaped with their loot on the small, quick horses.  

 The staged attack, retreat, assault and final escape devised 
by the nomads would have been impossible without their 
mounts. These oriental horses were the foundation of the 
Hungarian breed, whose versatility and characteristics have 
influenced horses in much of the world, including the United 
States. The Hungarian breedÕs history of survival is extensive, 
but it is a history in which Nebraska eventually played a pivotal 
role. 
 These nomads brought small, elegant yet hardy horses from 
the Ural-Altai plains in the east. They settled in the lowlands of 
the Danube (Duna) and Tisza Rivers in Hungary, and though 
they established homes, they did not take to farming. Instead, 
they looted towns and villages as far away as Italy, Germany, 
France, and Spain, commanding fear and reverence from their 
victims. 

Word spread of these raiders until fear prompted action in 
955 AD. Emperor Otto I and the Bishop of Augsburg conquered 
the Hungarian raiders and sent them home in pain and 
humiliation. In defeat, the horse warriors converted from 
stealing to farming.  

Their combatant ways had ended entirely by 1242, when 
Tatars from Mongolia invaded Hungary, but the Tatars did not 
linger in Hungary, and they left after their leader died. Many of 
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their horses were left behind, which added to the genetics of 
what was becoming todayÕs Hungarian Horse.   

Hungary was again invaded in 1526 by the Ottoman Turks. 
Their fine Turkish and Arabian horses became important in the 
lines of noblesÕ horses in Transylvania. Even today Erdelyi, 
meaning Transylvanian, can be found in old pedigrees. The 
Ottomans stayed for nearly 150 years, but once they left, Europe 
was in peace.  

Small, hardy horses continued to be used in farms, but the 
military and aristocrats of Hungary preferred breeding Spanish 
and Neapolitan stallions for their size and style. Empress Maria 
Therezia (1740 Ð 1780) realized Hungary was unable to supply 
appropriate sums of horses for the military. She issued several 
steps to be taken to ensure better horses in larger numbers for the 
imperial army.  

Stallions were issued for free stud services, mares were 
loaned to farmers, and people began hand breeding to improve 
their privately owned horses.  In 1784, Maria ThereziaÕs son, 
Joseph II, founded the Mezohegyes stud farm.  A few years later 
the Babolna stud farm and the Kisber stud farm were also built.  

In the early 1800Õs the Napoleonic wars, later followed by 
the Hungarian revolution, threatened the breedÕs purity. 
Although the breed was negatively influenced, it remained 
strong.  

In 1867 the stud farms were turned over to the Hungarian 
Ministry of Agriculture.  Afterward, all the breeding and 
management decisions were controlled by the government, but 
the army remained in control of everyday affairs on the stud 
farms. To improve the breed, horses were imported from 
Belgium, France, Austria, and Germany. However, these cold 
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blood, or draft, horses had little to no effect on the breed. Thus 
the term ÒwarmbloodÓÑreferring to light horses such as 
Arabians or Thoroughbreds crossed with draft breedsÑdoes not 
apply to Hungarians.  

By the 1900Õs Hungarian horses were a great influence in 
endurance riding, racing and Olympic eventing. This reputation 
was partly due to a note made of the Vienna to Berlin endurance 
race held in 1892. The distance of the race was 361 miles. There 
were 217 entrees, but only 145 horses finished; of the top 
twenty-four horses, two-thirds were bred in Hungary.  
Competitors flocked to these horses, but their popularity grew in 
more than the competitive world. Several countries of Europe, 
the Middle East and America began using Hungarians in their 
military breeding programs.  

When World War II engulfed Europe, Hungary was swept 
into the wide spread devastation. One of the greatest fears 
Hungarian breeders faced was the Soviet Army. Half the 
breeding stock was sent to Germany under the hope that 
occupying Americans would protect the valuable horses. The 
other half of the breeding stock was scattered among farms and 
isolated villages to be hidden from the Red Army. Some were 
later taken to other countries via train, cross-country riding, or 
driving in herds.  

In May 1945 U.S. troops, including General Patton, enjoyed 
a performance at the Spanish Riding School in St. Martin, 
Austria. Not long after this performance, 1200 horses were taken 
to Bavaria, part of American-occupied Germany. This was not 
the last act of General Patton to help preserve the Hungarian 
horses. Despite the efforts made, many of the thousands of 
horses were lost or killed. 
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One of the few people to grasp the importance of these 
horses was Col. Fred Hamilton. As the Chief of the Remount 
Service, Col. Hamilton selected 106 Hungarian horses to be used 
in the United States. A number of Hungarians were brought to 
Fort Robinson, Neb., the largest army remount depot in the 
world, for the armyÕs breeding program.  

However, the end of World War II marked the end of horses 
used actively in the U.S. military. In 1949, the remount service 
was disbanded.  

The Hungarian horses were saved from disappearance 
thanks to Hungarian Countesses Judith Gyurky and Margit 
Sigray-Bessenyey, NebraskaÕs ranching Cooksley family, and 
another American rancher, Jim Edwards. The countesses brought 
horses to the U.S. while Steve Cooksley and Jim Edwards 
acquired horses from the remount stations. The armyÕs careful 
breeding records also helped to keep the breed intact.  

Edwards received a stallion named Honpolgar 4 from the 
army, and so made business arrangements with Bessenyey, who 
owned mares but not a stud. Cooksley and Edwards then chose a 
suitable colt from the foal crop. Edwards raised and then leased 
the colt for breeding CooksleyÕs mares. These three individuals 
held the makings of the Hungarian Horse Association of 
America. With the help of Gyurky and Dr. Ensminger of the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture, the book of pedigrees was 
recorded. In 1966 the Hungarian Horse Association of America 
(HHAA) was officially born.  

Classifications for the HHAA, resulting from DNA, 
breeding, registration, and heritage, are represented in four 
classes: the Hungarian Felver Book, Hungarian Sportlo Book, 
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Hungarian Fajta (Part-bred) Book, and the Hungarian Riding 
ponies.  

The Hungarians can be characterized by their intelligence 
and athleticism and can be used for many different disciplines. 
ÒThey have a good disposition,Ó explained Katy Jones, 
Equestrian team hunt seat coach at University of Nebraska Ð 
Nebraska College of Technical Agriculture and active member 
of HHAA, ÒI think that is why they are so versatile. And they are 
very smart.Ó  

Linda Rudolphi, registrar of the HHAA, raises horses in 
Noble, Illinois. Ò[Hungarian] horses have well-rounded, cross-
discipline backgrounds ranging from polocrosse, distance riding, 
dressage, jumping and even some calf roping and reining,Ó she 
said, describing the horses on Wine Glass farms. They have an 
Òexcellent disposition for the family sport horse.Ó 

 The Hungarians are gifted with speed, agility, good 
balance, and endurance, making them excellent mounts in 
athletic events. They are loyal and very willing to work. 
Hungarians are built to learn with a broad head and well-set 
eyes. Dense bone structure, large joints and well muscled loins 
add to their athleticism. In addition, they have good lung 
capacity due to well-sprung ribs and a heart girth which exceeds 
their height by nearly six to nine inches.  

Horses of all types have always been important to Nebraska 
industry. According to the Nebraska Department of Agriculture, 
Nebraska horse owners hold over 180,000 horses and supply 
$700 million annually to the agricultural industry. Compared to 
the Quarter Horses, which in Nebraska boasted 88,555 registered 
horses in 2005, Hungarians seem a small part. Today only 376 
Hungarian horses live in the entire United States. George and 
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Barb Cooksley of Anselmo, Nebraska, witnessed 118 of those 
horses bred on their ranch. (Nebraska is also the home of HHAA 
president, Rick Brandt, and his wife Sharon, who live near 
Lincoln.) 

The Hungarian horse has come a long way since its 
ancestors were used in the nomadic conquests over a thousand 
years ago. Instead of combat, the air roars today with the 
applause of friendly competition. The ground shakes under the 
horsesÕ hooves, praise falls on the winner, and cheers pass 
everyoneÕs ears. Though there were times when it seemed the 
Hungarian breed would fall, never to rise, it has prevailed and 
made its name into one of reverence.

Kisberi and Gidr‡n Breeders Association

The Kisberi and Gidr‡n Breeders Association sent us a parcel 
from Hungary in May.  One of the hard cover books is an 
illustrated catalog of stallions. This year it is in full color. Listed 
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are 26 recommended and 55 accepted Kisberi stallions, and five 
stallions from other breeds that may be used to infuse new blood. 

          The 29 Gidr‡n stallions are grouped in three stallion lines: 
seven AÕs, four BÕs  and three CÕs.. They are followed by nine 
stallions which do not fit in these lines.  

          The governmental changes in Hungary in 1989 made the 
formation of breed associations possible.  In June 1989, 
representatives of 20 organizations and 40 individuals gathered and 
established the National Association of Kisberi Felver (half- 
Thoroughbred) Breeders. Soon the Gidr‡n breeders joined the 
Association, but kept their own studbook and standards (more 
about Gidr‡ns below). 

          The twentieth anniversary of the Association was celebrated 
in 2009 with a conference. The nine lectures are printed in this 
second volume.    

The Kisberi horse carries the name of the village where since 
1853 ÒFelverÓ horses were developed. Two wars and fifty years of 
hostile Communist rule seriously decimated the breed. The new 
1989 government promoted and financially assisted the 
conservation of indigenous breeds, including horse breeds. Kisberi 
mares with only one unknown ancestor in the fourth generation 
were collected and registered; today the mare book of 764 
individuals is closed.     

Since 1993 centralized evaluation of stallions and mares is a 
precondition of registration. I was present at the 2009 breed show 
and evaluation.   My report was carried in the HHAA Newsletter.

The Kisberi horses with much thoroughbred and some 
Arabian blood are successful in most disciplines like jumping, but 
they excel in eventing    (combined tests) and driving. For several 
years Hungarians were European and world champions in pair and 
team driving competitions.   

          The desert bred chestnut Arabian Gidr‡n was breeding in 
Hungary since 1817. He gave his name and color to the breed.  The 
Gidr‡ns are predominantly Arabians with some thoroughbred 
blood. Ridden by Hungarian and other European riders they have 
been successful in advanced level international jumping and **** 
eventing competitions. 

         The article of Balazs Pataki mentions his 1994 tour 
visiting the breeders in our association. He writes about the semen 
exchange program of the Kisberi Association with our HHAA. 
This resulted in several foals in the US and in Hungary. I myself 
have had three nice foals by the Hungarian Szeplak XVIII.  Today 
a son of the American H. Baron Gyemant is an approved and 
successful stallion in Hungary.

Travels to Hungary and Austria

   The summer of 2010 started with my son John, youngest 
daughter Kate and me traveling to Hungary and Austria.  My 
husband and I had been in Budapest approximately 10 years prior; 
the change in the city was very evident.  The streets were busy and 
the Internet had made its way to the local McDonalds. 
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The Duna (Danube) River, which divides Buda and Pest, was 
flooded over its banks, but that did not detract from the view of the 
city from the Citadel.   We were able to stay in a private apartment 
in a quiet neighborhood near downtown Buda; this apartment also 
served as the Kisberi-Gidran RegistrarÕs office.   We were within 

walking distance of the Swedish 
Embassy made famous by Raoul 
Wallenberg, Swedish diplomat and 
businessman who rescued as many as 
60,000 Hungarian Jews during WWII. 
Wallenberg issued Swedish safe-conduct 
passes (called Wallenberg passports) 
from the Swedish embassy on GellŽrt 
Hill.   
   I was very excited to meet the Kisberi-
Gidran Hungarian horse associationÕs 
registrar, Andrea Janaszik.  Andrea and I 
email each other often; it was nice to 
finally meet her in person and have such 
a gracious tour guide.   On our first day, 
we attended the National Gallop Final 
attended by over ten thousand people. 

Tents in the streets brought vendors all representing towns and 
cities across the nation showing off local traditions, handcrafts, 
special programs and their famous sights. On the Ô56-osok SquareÕ 
in the Kitchen of Hungary, every gourmet could taste dishes from 
the lowland, the highland, Transdanubia or even from 
Transylvania.  In addition, there were parades, shows and 
traditional Hungarian battles. 

The horse head statue close up was in 
HeroÕs Square.  There are several 
statues of past chiefs and kings.  I 
thought the antlers on the headstall for 
protection in battle were interesting.  
The National Gallop raced around the 
perimeter of the cobblestone square 
with the statues in the middle along 
with the viewers.

   The highlight for us was the actual race with winners from the 
Hungarian regions competing for the National Championship. In 
preparation for the Ògreatest Hungarian horse raceÓ more than 500 
people worked to construct a racetrack using three trucks of 
woodchips and installed 240 stables for the arriving 380 horses. 
HeroesÕ Square was transformed into a racetrack with 6,200 square 
meters-worth of special equine-friendly sand covering the bricks.  
Competitors raced with traditional Hungarian horses and dress. 
Kader Tokio (Kisber half-breed) under Kornel Papp representing 
Villany was the winner of ÔThe Traditional Hungarian Horse 
BrandÕ competition and was 
awarded 200,000 HUF 
(approximately $1,000). 
   After the race, we had a 
wonderful lunch at AndreaÕs farm 
with her husband, Rezso, serving an 
excellent authentic meal of real 
Hungarian goulash and venison.  
Rezso also shared some of his 
homemade specialty, the authentic 
Hungarian drink Palinka, a blend of 
plum brandy and honey, very tasty!   
Following lunch Andrea showed us 
her beautiful horses.   She has three 
magnificent stallions on the farm, all well mannered. 
   The next day, Andrea and Dr. Bal‡zs Pataki, the chairman of the 
Kisberi and Gidran Horse Breeders Association's Breeding 
Committee, were our escorts.  We stopped at the farm of Janos 
Loska, president of the Hungarian Equestrian Tourism 
Association.  He is also the owner of the famous Kisberi Felver 

4051 Kent: This was a very nice stallion, and 
very sweet.  He is listed as an ÒFajta:Anglo-
ArabÓ. His sire is TB with lines going to Jet 
Action Ð the grand-sire of the dam of Seattle 
Slew Ð and Nijinsky (CAN TB) the sire of 
Northern Dancer. 
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stallion Almos (Gidran, Formas, Shannon IV, and Slieve Gallion 
bloodlines) and several Almos progeny.   Our final destination for 
the day was the small village of Szilv‡sv‡rad.  As we drove into 
this small village we immediately came upon a stately Lipizzan 
stallion being ridden down the middle of the street Ð now this was 
my kind of town.      
                   

Szilv‡sv‡rad lies 25 kilometers North of Eger, on the Western part 
of the BŸkk Mountains in Hungary, not too far from the Slovakian 
border.     In the village Ð which has about 2.800 inhabitants - the 
world-famous Lipizzaner stud, Lipicai Menes, has over 400 years 
of history.     Szilv‡sv‡rad's horse breeding traditions have made 
the settlement world famous and an international center of 
equestrian sports.  Historically, the settlement of Szilv‡sv‡rad was 
populated at the time of prehistoric man. The richest 
archaeological discoveries of the region were found near to the

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settlement in the Ist‡ll—sko Cave. In the 14th century, the area 
belonged to ƒlesko Castle, one of the very few stone castles built 
before the Mongol invasion. 
   Our personal tour of the Lovas Museum, museum of the rider, at 
the stud barn with Dr Pataki was a great honor.  He very proudly 
showed pictures of the 1984 World Champion 4-in-hand driving 
team from Hungary, this accomplishment made during his tenure 
at the facility.  His passion for the horses and driving was 
contagious.   The most memorable for me, however, was seeing the 
Lipizzan mares free ranging with their foals and tended all day by 
a Csikos.  They are led to various pastures in the morning for 
grazing and then when directed Ð the lead mare takes the herd back 
to the stable at night with the Csikos in the back keeping the 
weanlings with the group.  Upon cue, the mares cross the roads, 
navigate ditches and gallop through the fields on their way home.  
   On our way to the International Shagya Society (ISG) meeting in 
Austria, we stopped in Vienna to find all the roses throughout the 
city in full bloom.   We enjoyed a nice walk throughout the city 
before venturing onto Stadl-Paura, Austria.   It was good to see 
previous acquaintances at the ISG meeting and to have the 
opportunity to meet several new and interesting people.  The 
horses were gorgeous, and the Shagya extravaganza held by the 
Austrian association was very entertaining.  It was a great honor 
for me to represent the dedicated Performance Shagya Registry 
(PShR) members with a PowerPoint presentation highlighting the 
accomplishments made by the PShR at the ISG delegates meeting.  
The PShR is the first Shagya registry in the US to incorporate the 
international standards of performance testing into their breeding 
guidelines.   The PShR also has a book for horses with 25% 
Shagya, for which several of the Hungarian horses would qualify.  
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Thanks to all the PShR teamwork and the support of John and Kate 
making this presentation possible. 
 

WineGlass Farm news:  
World Equestrian Games 
   Upon arriving home from our trip to Hungary and Austria, and 
before unpacking, it was off to the first of the three required 
observation trials for the selection of the WEG endurance team.    I 
volunteered as a timing steward and my oldest daughter, Olivia, 
was the treatment veterinarian at both trials.  The final selection 
would also be back in Illinois in August at the same location, with 
the finalists going on to Kentucky for team training in preparation 
for the WEG. 
   Olivia is working on her FEI veterinarian accreditation and 
therefore has to apprentice at three FEI endurance events as part of 
the qualifying criteria.  The North American Young Riders 
Endurance championship was being held only 6 hours away this 
year, making it a great opportunity for her to apprentice during a 
busy work schedule.   I drove all night so she could sleep with our 
arrival time being 3:00 am. Thinking I would then relax and watch 
changed quickly since they needed a timing steward.  I suddenly 
became a ÒdraftedÓ volunteer.  It was a lot of fun and very exciting 
to see so many talented young riders coming up in the endurance 
sport.  An added bonus was the opportunity to see Kathy Voyer 
and *KS Rubin who had come all the way from California.   Kathy 
is a generous sponsor for the Young Riders. Rubin took on the 
Midwest humidity and finished in the Top Ten.  Everyone in camp 
was cheering for that well behaved Shagya stallion! 
   Somehow, throughout all this travel we have four new foals born 
this year at the farm.  The H. Bikaver daughters continue to be 
consistently excellent broodmares.  We also managed to compete 
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at several distance rides.  The culmination of the competition year 
was WineGlass Lambrusco at the age of 16 and Olivia winning 
AHA Region 11 Reserve Champion Endurance and AHA Region 
11 Reserve Champion Competitive.  WineGlass Dubonnet, at the 
age of 14 and in his first year of actual competition, and I managed 
to be the AHA Region 11 Competitive Champions.  Both geldings 
are by our Shagya stallion *Budapest. 
   On their way to the WEG, Danish ÒTeam ShagyaÓ Jacob and 
Christine Pederson spent some time at WineGlass in September.   
It was fun to take pictures of ÔTeam ShagyaÓ with our own resident 
Dane *Budapest (he was bred in Denmark by Ulla Nyegaard).

   Hungarian Wineglass Frizzante (H. Bikaver x Wineglass Fleurie, 
Arabian) moved up to Novice level in eventing this year and was 
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placed 1st after dressage with a 28, which included an error 
because I forgot the test!  He loves eventing. 
 

From Ellen Walker : 
 

   I had a big disappointment this spring, when my lovely chestnut 
mare, H. Hala (H. Gyemant x H. Bajos 2) came up sore, and after 
diagnostic work, was diagnosed with pedal osteitis, a degenerative 
inflammation of the coffin bone.  The vets said she could be in 
light work only, to avoid further damage to her feet.  I found her a 
home at a lovely hunter-jumper facility where she has pasture 
turnout, and is only used for hunter-type flat work on nice footing. 
        I only went to one show this year, where my H. Zsofia (H. 
Gyemant x H. Monda) scored in the mid-sixties at third level.  She 
is really improving in strength and collection, schooling passage, 
piaffe, pirouettes and tempi changes.  At the same show I brought 
HS Comrade ( HS So Rare x H. Monda) and did Introductory tests, 
scoring in the high sixties after a rocky warm-up.  Comrade is now 
finishing up sixty days being started over fences by an event rider, 
and did lots of slow trail riding this summer.  He has truly lovely 
gaits, and I look forward to getting him going more seriously into 
dressage.  
    I also leased MarkayÕs Wistar/Bajos 3 mare ÔWhisperÕ this year.  
Markay, Chris and Val all worked together to get her in foal to H.

    I was interviewed on the ÒHorses in the MorningÓ show on 
Horse Radio Network December 17th, about the Hungarian horse 
breed.

mare was one of these and was branded up her neck, both sides) 
because she knew Judith's horses. I think there were others sold 
from Canada. They were hat-racks! The Horse Center fed them, 
rode them, used some as school horses for years, sold the fancier 
ones as competition horses. They had some papers, but they didn't 
all match the horses they had! 
   A young Grant Schneidman was hired by the Horse Center to 
break and train these Hungarian horses.

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   Ellen Walker received a phone call from Trish Horowitz, a 
great-niece of Captain Kelly, and she sent this article by Lee 
Kerry, from The Phoenix Gazette, June 14, 1948: 

Ex-Countess Here Relates Flight from Hitler Armies 

   The story of a Hungarian countessÕs fearful flight by wagon train 
pursued by the Russian armies and surrounded by the German 
Wehrmacht was told to The Phoenix Gazette by the former 
Countess Judith Gyurky Barcry, renowned international 
horsewoman. 
   The countess, who met and married US Army Captain Howard 
M. Kelly of Phoenix in a small Austrian town, prefers to be known 
as just Mrs. Kelly.  Though her husband is still on duty in Austria, 
she came to America to visit her new family, and also to prepare 
for the day when, as Mr. and Mrs. Kelly, she and her husband 
settle down to the American way of life. 
   In the typically modest home of her sister-in-law, Miss Louise 
Kelly, the former countess told the incongruous tale of luxury and 
hardship which led from her ravaged homeland through war-torn 
Nazi territory to a romantic Austrian rendezvous. 
   It began March 27, 1945.  The countess, who owned one of the 
best jumping horses in Europe, could hear the thunder of Russian 
army guns as they approached Hungary on their way to Vienna.  
Fearful of the ÔRusskiesÕ, she got together a wagon train pulled by 
oxen, and with her servants and 64 of her horses she headed 
westward. 
   Traveling in the dead of night over mountains and blazing a trail 
around army concentrations, her train made its way slowly through 
the devastated area. Fillies were born, and her coachmanÕs wife 
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gave birth en route, as the wagons wound through tortuous shell-
pitted roads. 
   The oxen which pulled her wagons died, one at a time, and with 
the meat they supplied she was able to buy passage through 
German territory.  Her greatest fear was not from the Wehrmacht, 
but from the Hitler organizations, the Gauleiters and especially 
from the savage plundering civilian population. 
   Finally, after what Òseemed like years of strafing, bombing and 
relentless pursuit,Ó her little group snaked down out of the 
mountains and crossed the bridge at Tuln, Austria, just six hours 
before the span was blown up. 
   But even on the north side of the Danube there was panic and 
plunder, and so once again her party took to the road.  This time 
destiny lead her to the small Austrian town of Grieskirchen.  In a 
short while the American army arrived, and, she being a linguist, 
was put to work as an interpreter for the military government. 
  In that capacity, she met Captain Kelly, executive officer and 
head of public safety for the military government.  And like in all 
the fairy stories she had read as a child, after six months of 
courtship, the American captain wed the Hungarian countess, and 
they knew that they too would live happily ever after. And the 
story has a happy ending for her horses, too. She has found a 
grassy home for most of them in the rolling hills of Virginia. As 
for her new mode of life, Mrs. Kelly has this to say:  "I liked my 
life in Hungary with its pomp and ceremony, and I know I will like 
being Mrs. Kelly in this wonderful America just as well."
