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     The October 8-10 2009 annual meeting of the HHAA saw 
unseasonably cold weather in Montana, but the snow didnÕt stop 
anyone from having a good time.  The BreederÕs Board met 
Thursday evening in the Hawthorne Suites in Missoula.  Friday 
morning, we all drove down to Hamilton, where the general 
membership meeting was held in the trophy room (think exotic 
animal heads, not horse show trophies) of the restored Daly 
mansion, now a museum.  After the meeting and lunch, we got a 
guided tour of the mansion; our docent was excited and even a 
little nervous to have a group in which some members actually 
knew Margit Bessenyey.   The tour was fascinating.  The mansion 
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had been completely rebuilt twice, but had been boarded up and 
left as it was not long after Margaret DalyÕs death, so it was like a 
time capsule when it was opened decades later, after MargitÕs 
death.  (During the years that Margit bred horses in Hamilton, she 
left the house closed.)  Local people have worked hard to restore 
the mansion and find the original furnishings, most of which were 
sold at auction after Margit died in the mid-1980Õs.  The long, 
formal drive from the main gate to the front porch is lined with 
maples, which were beginning to change to their fall colors under 
the skiff of snow.  The house has 25 bedrooms (some are small, 
servantÕs rooms on the third floor) and 15 bathrooms!  One room is

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devoted to Margit Ð the walls are covered with ribbons, pictures, 
and news articles about her horses.  In many places, original floor 
and wall coverings are still in good condition.  On the grounds are 
an empty swimming pool, a greenhouse, and gardens.  It was easy 
to imagine carriages rolling up the drives. 
 

     On the drive back to Missoula, we stopped off for some 
hospitality at Jean ComerÕs house.  Somehow, most of us didnÕt 
seem to leave JeanÕs snacks soon enough to want a real dinner that 
night. 
 

     Saturday morning after a board meeting over breakfast, we 
headed north to Moiese to visit Adele FurbyÕs farm, where she 
raises Shagya Arabians and a few Hungarian horses.  Because of 

the cold weather, we started by watching video of several of 
AdeleÕs young horses, taken at the recent Shagya inspection.  The 
video showed the horses (mostly stallions) moving and free-
jumping.  Then we went outside and toured the pastures, meeting 

Adele Furby in the mare pasture. 
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the tall, big-boned, deep-bodied horses along the way.  The mares 
were far out in the pasture, but came up to meet us, crowding 
around to get attention.  Many of us particularly liked two young 
stallions, both sired by Shagya Royal, and out of mares who are 
mother and daughter.   I think we were all impressed by what we 
could see of the improvement from each generation to the next in 
AdeleÕs breeding program.  Adele has several more young stallions 
than are listed on her website, and a good group of broodmares, so 
there are lots of possibilities for future outcrosses for our 
Hungarian horses. 
 

     I missed the barbecue at AdeleÕs as I left early to get my horses 
ready to show off at an indoor arena south of Missoula (many 
thanks to Jean, who boards her horse there and arranged for us to 
have permission to use it).  When the rest of the group arrived, I 
rode H.S. Comrade (bred by Chris Bredeson; out of H. Monda by 
HS So Rare) first.  ÒArthurÓ, as I call him, is five years old but still 
very green, but he was on his best behavior, not the least flustered 
by being in a strange place with an audience.  Next I rode nine-
year-old H. Hala (bred by George Cooksley, out of H. Bajos 2, by 
H. Gyemant).  She was, uncharacteristically, a bit anxious about 
her surroundings, but it just gave her a little extra spark, and she 
showed some nice medium trot and single flying changes.  While I 
switched a saddle off Arthur to my third horse, H. Zsofia (bred by 
George Cooksley, out of H. Monda by H. Gyemant), Jean brought 
out her horse (again, I didnÕt get to see as I was busy).  Zsofi was, 
as usual, perfectly happy wherever, and after a bit of warm-up, she 
showed off her lateral movements, three- and four-tempis, 
schooling passage, and piaffe.  Since she does piaffe in-hand, after 
I dismounted I invited others to sit on her and feel it (Val and 
Markay took me up on it Ð and then Markay realized that between 
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her bad hip, and my saddleÕs high cantle, she couldnÕt dismount.  
We solved that problem by having Markay put her weight on the 
arena fence while I led the unflappable Zsofi out from under her).  
I loved being able to show the horsesÕ breeders how well the 
horses are doing Ð seeing GeorgeÕs face as he watched his two 
mares made the whole trip worthwhile.  No, we wonÕt be 
competing at Grand Prix in the foreseeable future, but I think my 
horses make the point that even an average Hungarian horse with 
just an amateur rider can do amazing things.   
 

     Saturday evening we had a great dinner together at the Blue 
Canyon tavern, with toasts to the horses, and to members no longer 
present, and lots of bantering back and forth.   I threatened to put 
what George Cooksley ordered for dinner in the newsletterÉ but 
IÕll save that in case I ever need to blackmail him.  Rick told mule 
stories, and Henrietta told how she had been converted to the 
Republican Party.  Chris refused to tell which ten Cooksley 
broodmares he has on his wish list and which of AdeleÕs mares he 
added to the list, even though he claims to be thinking of joining a 
12-step recovery program for horse breeding addicts.  Sunday 
morning we all said good-bye, wishing we had more time to talk 
horses before we had to head home.  In 2010, we will probably 
meet via teleconference, so we may not all see each other again till 
2011. (Minutes of the board meetings will be posted on the 
website.)

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DNA Testing Update 

 

In order to help defray breedersÕ costs as we begin to develop our 
DNA database, the Board voted to adopt the following policy: 
 The HHAA will cover the cost of DNA testing on parents (sire 
& dam) who are registered with the HHAA in one of the three 
breeding books (Felver, Sportlo & Pony), of foals that are 
registered in one of the three breeding books on foals born in the 
years 2009 thru 2012 and registered by 01/31/2013.   
  Also the HHAA will continue to cover the cost of DNA testing 
for historical DNA testing on horses registered with the HHAA in 
one of the three breeding books that have had at least two foals 
registered with the HHAA in one of the three breeding books.   
  HHAA will cover these costs of DNA testing up to a total cost 
of $2500.00. 
 Beginning with foals of 2013, DNA testing will be required 
(for all new foals and their sires & dams in the breeding books). 
 

Clarification on website advertising policy 
 

 In order to advertise a horse for sale on the HHAA website, the 
horse must be registered with the HHAA (or in foal to an HHAA 
stallion), and the horseÕs owner must be a member of the HHAA. 
 

Delays for registration certificates 
 

From the registrar: 
     For all of you waiting on your registration certificates, I want to 
thank you for your continued patience.   The HHAA registry 
program runs on the network in our veterinary clinic and backs up 
every night with our regular files on our server.  In October we 
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discovered, much to our horror, that our office server was not 
backing up correctly. Therefore, we had to install a new server and 
update our office network system.  I am sure there are easy and 
quick computer upgrades somewhere in the world, but we did not 
experience that kind of luck this time around.  At one point the 
HHAA registry program was not communicating with the 
database, which was very disturbing.  I do perform periodic 
manual backups to a CD, and once a year make a backup CD for 
the HHAA president as a precaution, so I knew we had the info; 
we just had to convince the computers it was available. The good 
news is we are now up and running, the glitches are disappearing, 
and all my data is still here and accessible!

Letter from Andrea Janaszik (in Hungary),  
shared by Linda Rudolphi 

 

Budapest, 5th October, 2009. 
 

We are right after our national breeding show on the 3rd of 
October, so this is a good time for me to think about the situation 
of the Kisberi-felver breeding and to share my thoughts with you 
and my Hungarian-horse-lover friends at the American continent.  
 

The breeding of the Kisberi-felver horses began more than 150 
years ago, but there was a 40 years period when all the Hungarian 
breeds were put together as one big mass in the national 
registration. It was the duty of the Kisberi and Gidran Breeders 
Association, founded in 1989, to find the Kisberi mares again, and 
show the people the way how to go on breeding them as Kisberi 
felvers. 
 

Looking back to this last 20 
years, now we can see both the 
results and the problems.  
 

The biggest problems: 
Ñ The basic problem is 
performance testing. TodayÕs 

Hungarian competition riders 
donÕt ride Hungarian horses, 

Athos Babilon, Kisberi stallion by a Hungarian-bred 
Trakehner.  He competed in dressage Ð his 

movement is exceptionally good. 
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while our horses were the best sport horses in Europe by the 
middle of the 20th century. The normal way of breeding is to breed 
horses and to sell them to people that use them, and the 
competition result data are turned back to the breeders as breeding 
information. In Hungary it works the following way: breeders sell 
their horses to other breeders without testing them, maybe a few 
horses are ridden by enthusiastic pleasure riders. The result is a 
natural deterioration: first some people of great influence say the 
Kisberi is only a pleasure horse, and later it will really be. 
Ñ After 40 years under a strict communist regime, people always 
expect someone else to solve their financial problems, be it the 
government or the Association. On the other side, they donÕt let 
anyone tell them how to breed and manage their animals. The 
government wonÕt subsidize horse breeding any more, while the 
Association has no financial strength even to keep a small quality 
stud to breed the stallions of the future, to test the horses, to train 
and sell the membersÕ young horses. 
Ñ People have no information about the mare lines. A breed 
should be built on good mare lines, but there was a big hole (40 
years) in the continuity of breeding, so we must learn everything 
from the very beginning. 
Ñ And the money. If a breeder has 
a good horse, it is sold to Germany 
or Austria in a year. This is that we 
call contra-selection. Good ones 
sold, average ones bred. 
 

The results are the following: 
Ñ More and more people want to 
buy Kisberi-felver horses Ð more 
horses than we can offer at the 

Vinzor, Kisberi stallion, grandson of the 
famous Cor de la Bryere. He is competing 

successfully in eventing. 
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moment. Yet, these people are mostly pleasure riders, they all want 
trained, nice, well behaved horses, while breeders can usually offer 
young horses.  
Ñ Three-day-event riders are getting more and more interested in 
our breed. This can be a good way of testing the stallions, 
hopefully later the mares, too. Unfortunately, eventing is not too 
popular in our country, people all want to be jumpers, but it is a 
good start to get information for the breeding. 
Ñ Now we have enough horses in the register to close up the 
studbook. Only the following mares can be bred as Kisberi:   
 - the ones born within the breed 
 - Thoroughbreds if their conformation and movement are at 
least 2nd class (we have 1st, 2nd and 3rd class) 

 - daughters of purebred 
Kisberi-felver mares, even if they 
were not born within the breed, if 
the pedigrees of their offspring fit 
the Kisberi-felver pedigree 
requirements, and if the 
conformation and movement are 
at least 2nd class. This is a very 
important new regulation, as it 
makes us possible to breed with 
mares whose fathers were sport 

horses but we can still maintain good mare lines. One of the 
breedÕs biggest problems is that the best mares were all bred to 
West European sport horse stallions Ð now it is easier to get some 
of these good mare lines back into the Kisberi-felver breed. 
 

The AssociationÕs steps to solve the problems: 

Fokos Fojos, one of our best jumpers [in 
Hungary], a young stallion. 
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- Semen is being frozen from the best tested stallions, and also 
from promising young ones before they are sold. 
- A beautiful Kisberi-felver show has been the number one 
attraction of one of the countryÕs biggest 
national agricultural fairs for 3 years. The 
result was immediate: a lot of Kisberi 
horses were sold after the fair each year. 
- Time after time the young three-day-
event riders are invited to the programs of 
the Association (shows, stallion tests, 
board meetings), so that they take part in 
the life of the breeders, make friends with 
them, and find horses to try. It is common 
that breeders give horses to these riders to 
test, which is good for them, too, as they 
donÕt need to buy their competition 
horses.  

- The Association keeps track of 
the good mare lines, and informs 
the breeders if good mares are for 
sale. 
 

The daily life of the Association 
is naturally going on in its usual 
way: 2 national breeding shows, 2 
stallion tests and numerous 
smaller mare qualifications every 
year. We had the last big program 
last Saturday, with Mr. Egon 
Kamarassy as a guest of honour. 
He promised me to write a few

with a 17 year old boy.

Jennifer Collman and HPB Kadenzia 
Represent Hungarian Horses in Minnesota 

 

     On August 27th and 28th 2009, approximately 300,000 
Minnesota State Fairgoers were introduced to the Hungarian 
horse.  HPB Kadenzia (Aerodynamic x H. Zsofia), a 5 year old bay 
Dutch Warmblood X Hungarian mare bred by  Ellen Walker and 
owned by Jennifer Collman of Eau Claire, Wisconsin was there to 
greet the masses.  Jennifer is the head trainer at West Wind Stables 
in Eau Claire, Wisconsin.  She is a natural horsemanship trainer 
and equine behaviorist and bought HPB Kadenzia as a 2 year old.  
Having never heard of the Hungarian Horse herself, she 
immediately fell in love with the breed and enjoys showing her 
horse and explaining all of the many benefits of owning 
a Hungarian Horse.  Jennifer and HPB Kadenzia compete at 
training level dressage and also are advanced in natural 
horsemanship.  HPB Kadenzia and Jennifer do many training 
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demonstrations together as they do clinics and seminars on natural 
horse training around the Midwest.   HPB Kadenzia, who has 
represented the Hungarian breed for the last 2 years at the 
Minnesota Horse Expo, was asked to attend the Minnesota State 
Fair's "Aisle of Breeds" along with 33 of the area's rarest breeds 
including the American Bashkir Curly, the Fell Pony, Gypsy 
Vanner, Nakota Horse and more.  As the only Hungarian horse to 
have ever attended the Minnesota Horse Expo and the only 
Hungarian horse for miles around, HPB Kadenzia was at the top of 
their list of horses they asked to be a part of the Minnesota State 
Fair Aisle of Breeds.  The showcase of horses spanned the main 
aisle of the horse barn and attracted thousands of visitors.  HPB 
Kadenzia was one of the most unique horses at the event, drawing 
large crowds and lots of questions from equestrians who had never 
seen nor heard of a Hungarian horse. 
 

     The Minnesota Horse Expo, held 
the last weekend in April in St. Paul, 
MN since 1982, is one of the 
country's largest equine fairs, 
boasting approximately 50,000 
spectators annually, 600 
vendors, 300 horses and top 
clinicians from around the country.  
During the Minnesota Horse Expo, 
HPB Kadenzia represents the 
Hungarian horse in parades and 
breed demonstrations where people 
can get more information about the 

breed.  Later, she is available at her stall for people to get a up-
close-and-personal look at what makes the Hungarian horse so

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unique.  The Minnesota Horse Expo is funded by the Minnesota 
Horse Council, which uses the funds from the event to promote 
horsemanship, build and maintain riding trails, and to give 
scholarships to riding clubs and youth riders.   
 

     HPB Kadenzia, and stablemate Flashback Fever, an 
International Pattern Sport Horse, were stabled near the entrance of 
the fairgrounds, where fairgoers could pet the horses, ask 
questions, and get their pictures taken.  During exercise walks, 
people crowded around to pet the horses and learn a little bit about 
handling horses safely.  HPB Kadenzia took it all in stride, gently 
saying hello to everyone and offering free muzzle nuzzles.  She 
offered a soft nose to many people who had never touched a horse 
before, while most other horses at the event were behind closed 
stall doors.  She also took the time out of her day to show off 
her intelligence, grace, balance and beauty as she played at the end 
of a longe line, much to the delight of observers.               
 

     HPB Kadenzia will be going again to the Minnesota Horse

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THE KISBERY-GIDRAN BREED  
INSPECTION 

By Egon Kamarasy 
 

Note: Since the end of the eighteenth century, the governments 
regulated and promoted horse breeding.  The armies needed plenty 
of horses. When Hungary joined the European Union, it followed 
its policy and delegated the control of horse breeding to the breed 
organizations. 

     On my trip back from Russia, I stopped in Hungary. Andrea 
Janaszik, the Registrar of the Kisberi-Gidran Association (KGA), 
invited me to the annual breed inspection of the association in Ullo 
near Budapest. The KGA is the sister association of our Hungarian 
Horse Association of America. The Kisberi horses are part 
Thoroughbreds, and the breed is named after the village where the 
breed developed; the Gidrans are named after their original 
Arabian ancestor. Both breeds are considered ÒfelverÓ: half blood, 
part thoroughbred and part Arabian.  You may remember Balazs 
Pataki and Andrea Janaszik, officials of the KGA who visited our 
breeders in 1994 and 2000. 

     
     As the horses arrived, Peter Novotni, 
the Executive President of the KGA, 
measured the horses: height with stick 
and tape, and chest and canon 
circumference. Then horses were 
presented on the triangle in walk and trot. 
Andrea prepared and Balazs read the 
breeding and background information of Zselyke 
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horses. Three judges made notes. 
 

     Twelve broodmares, aged 3 to 16, were presented. Andrea's bay 
mare Zselyke has an unconventional background. She is by 
Madocsa Markans, a 15 hand bay Kisberi felver who inherited his 
great jumping ability and small size from his father the American 
Thoroughbred Be My Grey. To compensate for the stallion's small 
size, Andrea chose Bob Herceg Zsiraf  a 17-3  Kisberi mare. The 
get was the lovely 15-3 Zselyke, who won the mare class. 
 

     Arven got second place. She is by Sixtus, a popular German 
black Trakehner out of Akac, a Szikrazo I mare. Szikrazo I was the 
most talented Kisberi jumper of after World War II.  
 
     I also liked the third placed 16 year old Hajnalcsillag ,by Hadfi 
II out of the part Gidran Gizi. She was bred by Gabor Bujaki, who 
successfully used her in four-in-hand driving competitions. 
 

     The mares are judged on their breeding, conformation and 
movement. Those receiving 100 points or more are ranked in 
categories III, II, or I. and can be 
used for breeding. They may be 
promoted based on their own 
performance, or that of their 
foals. The most successful mares 
may receive the Elite epithet. 
     
     After their presentation on the 
triangle, the stallions free 
jumped in an oval corridor. 
Starting with a foot or two, the 
obstacles were raised to five feet. 

My Boy Magnus 
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The judges wanted to see how they jumped, rather than the height 
they cleared. Of the seven stallions presented, three received the 
high scores.  Two were three year old Gidrans: Mozes and 
Cselszovo.  The third was My Boy Magnas, an eight year old event 
horse by My Boy xx out of a Maxim II Kisberi mare. My favorite 
was the dark bay My Boy Magnas. After the tests, the owner's 
twelve year old daughter rode him around bare back, with a snaffle 
bridle in clear view of several mares. 
 

     The three high rated stallions will be sent to the "hundred day 
test" in Nagycenk. If they receive a high score for ancestors, 
conformation and trainability, they will be certified for breeding. 
Only if they or their progeny is successful in competing will they 
be listed in the Stallion Catalogue as ÒacceptedÓ or  
ÒrecommendedÓ.   
 

     Now some personal remarks: Most of us remember the semen 
exchange with Hungary. Baron GyemantÕs semen is still available 
for breeding in Hungary. His only stallion son was born in1997, 
out of Schneekonig, and has been approved for breeding. 
 

     Szeplak XVIII, whose progeny has graced the pastures of 
several of our members, passed away last year. He has nine foals in 
America, and 74 registered foals in Hungary; seven of them are 
approved stallions.   
      
     The Ullo inspection gave me a chance to see how the quality of 
the Kisberi and Gidran horses has improved. I have enjoyed the 
company of Andrea and Balazs; both are healthy, active and send 
greetings to our members.

Recent Research on  
Founder and Feeding Horses 

     In recent years, progress has been made in understanding 
founder and insulin resistance in horses.  Insulin-resistance is a 
condition similar to diabetes.  Generally you can recognize horses 
that are insulin resistant Ð they are the easy keepers that tend to 
have cresty necks, large bellies, and/or fat deposits in odd places.  
Insulin-resistant horses are cases of founder waiting to happen.  
We all know that some horses may founder on lush spring pasture, 
but it turns out that pasture stressed by frosty nights or drought also 
accumulates a dangerous amount of sugars.  If you have an insulin-
resistant horse, a few precautions can help the horse sound. 
 Insulin-resistant horses need regular exercise, weight control, 
and a low-sugar, low-carb diet.  They should either be kept in dry 
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lots, or turned out for limited amounts of time wearing a grazing 
muzzle.  If possible, they should be fed hay that has been tested 
and determined to be low in sugars and carbs.  Otherwise, soak the 
hay (completely immersed in water) for half an hour before 
feeding it, and drain off the water, which will contain dissolved 
sugars.  ÒSlow feedersÓ that prevent the horse from eating its 
whole ration quickly help control insulin problems and keep the 
horses happy longer because they can eat for more hours of the 
day.
